For Stables

All grooming tools, saddles, bridles, etc., will be provided
for school horses.

Own Horse

Students bringing their own horses must provide all their
own equipment. Stalls are portable show stalls and are
rented on a first-come, first-served basis. Foxfield feeds
alfalfa hay only (twice/day). Any grain, supplements or
different feed must be provided by the owner. Bring proper

feed bins (garbage can w/chain & lock is recommended).

RULES AND INFORMATION

No telephone calls except for emergencies, and then only at mealtimes (8-9am, 12-1pm, 6-7pm).

No cell phones allowed.

No visiting campers or taking them out for meals. This makes it hard on some of the other campers who may be
homesick. If your child is at Foxfield for more than one session in a row, visits can be arranged.

Please have packages delivered to Foxfield, 1250 E. Potrero Rd, Westlake Village, CA 91361 (use UPS, Fedex, etc.). Mail
cards and letters to Foxfield, P.O. Box 3576, Westlake Village, CA 91359.

No gum chewing allowed.

There will be a field trip to the beach, and maybe to another ranch, during each session.

The Head Counselor maintains a "bank" for each camper. Please leave spending money in small denominations only
(dollar bills are best). There is a soda machine at Foxfield and a snack bar at the beach, along with a trip to a local tack
store for those campers who are interested. The “ice cream man” stops here during the summer as well.

Laundry is sent out once per week at no extra charge.

Meals are carefully planned to provide a nutritious, well-balanced diet. We must be notified in advance if your child is a
vegetarian.

Good physicians and an excellent hospital are within a 15-minute drive of the school.

Airport pick-up is available from Burbank Airport only. Please add $40.00 to camp tuition for this service. Plan to arrive on
Sunday between 12:00noon-1:30pm. Children will fly home on Saturday. Please reserve a flight from Burbank that leaves
around 10:00 am. Be sure to call the office with flight information 2 weeks ahead of time. If you must fly into LAX, we
recommend Street Scene Limousine at (805) 492-4511.

TV's and radios are provided for the students' enjoyment in the Club House. They may bring radios for their room.

There is a rated horse show during third session in addition to the camp show at the end of the session.
